Baptist Women’s World Day of Prayer – presentation
1. IN STEP WITH THE SPIRIT THROUGH PRAYER (2 clicks)
2. Why do Baptist women come together in November to pray?

3. (Radio news announcer with breaking news.)  Because the state of women in the world makes it essential for Baptist women to pray.

4.  (Have someone to read this as if they are the radio announcer while the picture of the announcer is on the screen.)
**Women are far more likely to die than men.  Children are also at greater risk.
**Women are at increased risk of violence.  In the chaos and social breakdown that accompany natural disasters, women become uniquely vulnerable to sexual abuse, including rape and gang rape.  Domestic violence also increases.
**Women do not receive necessary health care.  Displaced women frequently lack access to specific female health needs and even undergarments and sanitary supplies.
**Women experience ongoing economic vulnerability.  Women are especially likely to work in the agricultural industry or the informal economy, both of which tend to be heavily impacted by natural disasters.
5. We come together to pray and give so that our world will be impacted for Christ.  This began in 1948 after WWII when Baptist women came together in Europe to pray for healing and rebuilding during a very difficult time in the history of our world.  It is the same today as Baptist women come together to confront some of the most critical issues that women face in the 21st century.
6. (click 1, 2)The theme for this five year period is In Step with the Spirit but the focus each year will be one of the fruits of the Spirit.  This year we will be in step with the Spirit…through the fruit of the Spirit KINDNESS.

(click 3)Kindness is an attribute of a woman who shows a good disposition towards others.  She is not weak or lacking of convictions, but one who has a peaceful character.  She is someone who is willing to put other’s needs before her own.  She shows love in small actions and small words of understanding.

How can kindness make a difference?  At this special time of prayer let us come together as Baptist women and study God’s word, pray, give and learn from our Caribbean sisters how we can be filled with kindness through being In Step with the Spirit.

7. Map of Caribbean – (There are 5 footprints-click with each statement.) (click 1)Youngest continental union – 14 island countries –(click 2) The union represents a diversity of races, ethnic backgrounds and cultures.  (click 3)Yvonne Pitter, president CBWU, says; “the act of praying, whether alone or with others, can lead to renewal of hope, healing and strengthening.  (click 4)Indeed women praying around the world can become part of our extended family of faith.  (click 5)The Spirit of Christ is a great teacher and encourager, and so let us use the power of prayer to come against the persistent worldwide problem of poverty, economic recession and disparities, violence, domestic abuse-especially child abuse, new and emerging diseases, natural disasters worldwide, and unemployment.  In these situations the power of prayer cannot be over stated.

8. President’s Greeting – (Have someone to share the information found in the printed program.) 
9. (click 1)Bible Study – (click 2)Galatians 5:22-26 – Kindness Defined:  (Previous verses characteristics of the flesh)
**Virtue equipped at every point.
**Steadfast love that maintains relationships through gracious aid in times of need.
**Goodness of heart, serviceable, good, gracious and pleasant.
**Love for mankind, hospitality, acts of kindness, readiness to help, human friendship, benevolence, taking thought of others.
**Goodness in action, sweetness of disposition, gentleness in dealing with others, affability.
**Ability to act for the welfare of those taxing your patience.

10. Showing Kindness in Times of Disaster – God used Ruth and Boaz to feed Naomi – Ruth 2:19-23 (Follow the instructions on how to present the Bible study in the printed program.)
11. New Testament Outstanding Woman Known for Her Kind Deed – Dorcas – Acts 9:36-43

12. Testimony – Dieulitha-Haiti-Missionary Kihomi (Follow the instructions on how to present the testimonies in the printed program.)
13. Prayer (Explain the importance of Prayer, and then use the prayer guide to go along with each picture representing the Continental Unions.)
14. Offering (Highlight the offering-follow the instructions in the printed program.)
15. Go and impact your world for Christ.
